“Liv’n Right”
I don’t know if it’s a common term or not, but I have recently been introduced to a new phrase;   “Liv’n

Right.”  The way I have come by it is through a co-worker.  I will hear him say in reference to an event with a
positive outcome, “Well, he [or she] must be liv’n right.”  On the flip side, if it were a negative outcome, “He [or
she] must not be liv’n right.”

So, what is “liv’n right”?    More importantly, are you/we living right?  I encourage you to review the book
of James.  This book has a lot of phrases that will clue you in on what God considers “liv’n right.”    Here are
some of the subject headings you will find in the NIV;  Listening and Doing, Favoritism Forbidden, Tam-
ing the Tongue, Two Kinds of Wisdom, Submit Yourselves to God, Boasting About Tomorrow,
Warning to Rich Oppressors, and Patience in Suffering.  These are some big things to think about. Showing
favoritism, boasting about things, and watching what you say?  Wow, when we do a comparison of God’s idea of
living right to what the world may call the same, we see there is a significant difference!

Perhaps “liv’n right” is a term you have been familiar with for a long time, or like myself, it is a newer term
to you.  Either way, the book of James (along with several other New Testament letters) is a great place to stop by
periodically and do a self evaluation of your daily life-style choices.   Won’t it be great to hear Him say, “Great job
faithful servant, you were liv’n right!” –Eric Clowdus
