Read:
Ezekiel 38–Daniel 2;

John 17–21

Jesus pours out His love and heart’s desires for us in the prayer recorded in John 17.  I wonder what
memories, thoughts, and insights must have been the foundation of that prayer.  He prayed “...that all of
them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you.  May they also be in us so that the world
may believe that you have sent me.”
